a. Introduction: -
The SBBU SBA, was constituted under the Act. No. XVII of 1947 passed by the Legislative Assembly of
Sindh.

The development of the present Campus at SBBU SBA, about 08 kilometers from Nawabshah city.

b. Objective: -

i.The interested bidders will “PLY” the private point buses on monthly charges basis as per
the requirement of SBBU SBA for the transportation of students on the designated
routes as per Annexure A-B.

ii.SBBU SBA will pay for the fuel to the private point buses of the selected bidder for
transportation of students to & fro from designated routes / points on the basis of each
route different fuel consumption shall be allowed based on the average Kms/Liters and
surveys conducted by Transport Incharge.

iii.SBBU SBA will pay to the private point buses of the selected bidder for
transportation of students to & fro from designated routes / points on the basis of
the offered rates per day.

c. Scope of Work: -

i.The bidder shall produce documentary evidence of at least 40 buses which should be in
his own name or in the name of his firm or alternatively he shall furnish the valid
agreement with the vehicle owners that the vehicle owner(s) shall place his/their
vehicle at the disposal of the bidder for exclusive use of SBBU transportation
operations during the period of contract. It shall also be mentioned in the agreement
between vehicle owner and bidder that transport owner shall not cancel the
agreement during the currency of contract between bidder and SBBU on judicial stamp
paper of Rs. 100/-.

xiii.Bidder will allocate the buses for academic activities and examination as per schedules given to
him.

xiv.Each bus should have working fuel & mileage meters related for daily reading and noting
purpose. Checklist of all puncture and maintenance tools, spare wheel and others
should be ensured on daily basis.

xv.The human resource engaged by the bidder for the execution of the contract shall not be
considered or treated as the employees of SBBU. The bidder shall be liable to make
payment of wages to the human resource engaged by him. SBBU shall not make any
payments direct to the human resource and the human resource engaged by Bidder
will have no claim on SBBU in case of failure of the bidder in making their payments.

xvi.The bidder will employ the cleaner for the all the buses. The salary of the cleaners shall
be borne by the bidder as per the prevailing terms and conditions and rates of the
Labour & Human Resource Department, Government of Sindh and Sindh Minimum
Wages Act 2015. The cleaners must be mentally and physically fit and have local police
clearance and should be presentable. The bidder shall be fully responsible of every act
of his staff appointed on the vehicle.

xvii.Cleaner must be present in bus all time during travel. In case cleaner is not found on any
bus during travel SBBU will impose financial penalty up to 2,000/-. Penalty amount will
be deducted from monthly bill of potential contractor.

xviii.Bidder will follow the disciplinary rules of the SBBU and operate the vehicles as per the
schedule prescribed by the SBBU.

xix.Bidder will make sure that vehicle will not use for illegal activities or for any other
organization or political purposes, or any other purpose which are not authorized on
prior basis in writing by SBBU. In case of violation SBBU will impose thrice penalty of
complete cost of trip.

xx.In the event of robbery, theft or goods, passenger forcibly taken from a bus by armed
men, or any other person, the driver will report to area police.

xxi.In case of failure or breakdown the bidder will provide the alternate bus at his own risk and
cost.

xxii.The defects when found / pointed-out by SBBU will be rectified by the bidder within reasonable
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time.

xxiii.The bidder office must be equipped with atleast two (2) landline telephone numbers, to
ensure efficient coordination and liaison with SBBU for full day operation in order to
resolve any route related problem/ issues. Bidder must also ensure that he has contact
with drivers over mobile phone.

xxiv.The bidder shall not engage any sub-contractor, assign, or transfer any of his contractual
obligations to any other person, firm, organization except under approval of the
Competent Authority of SBBU.

Ply of Buses

Ply Buses for operation shall be large size buses with 52 and 62 passengers (seating / standing) capacity.
The vehicle rental charges will include; vehicle rent, drivers and cleaners salaries, operational cost,
periodical maintenance & lubricants / all filters cost, repair & maintenance cost of vehicle, other
miscellaneous / incidental costs, road challans, toll tax / token, puncture and other field related vehicle
expenses including all Government Taxes (Federal/Provincial/Local) ), SBBU will not bear any
responsibility in this respect. The Number of Ply buses could be increased or decreased or deleted
without any change in the unit price or other terms and conditions.

xxv.Operation of PLY Buses

xxvi.The vehicle plying charges will include cleaner’s salaries, operational cost, periodical
maintenance & lubricants / all filters cost, repair & maintenance cost of vehicle, other
miscellaneous / incidental costs, road challans, toll tax / token, puncture and other field
related vehicle expenses including all Government Taxes (Federal/Provincial/Local),
SBBU will not bear any responsibility in this respect. The Number of buses could be
increased or decreased or deleted without any change in the unit price or other terms
and conditions.

xxvii.Diesel/Fuel charges shall be paid separately on the basis of each route & different fuel
consumption shall be allowed based on the Kms/Litres and surveys conducted by
Transport Incharge on the basis of prevailing rate of Diesel/Fuel approved by the
Government. Variations may be allowed in distance where prior permission is sought
from SBBU transport section in writing, through email or SMS from authorized officials
only.

xxxiv.Bidder will direct the Drivers and Cleaners to behave properly and friendly with students

xxxv.Bidder will coordinate day to day matters / affairs with the Transport Section of the SBBU.

xxxvi.Bidder shall have no objection where ever SBBU affixes advertising note / board / paper on PLY
buses

xxxvii.lf a bidder is found involved in misconduct, misappropriation, fraud, cheating, theft and
defalcation during the currency of the contract, he will be blacklisted and the amount
of the security deposit shall stand forfeited in favour of SBBU.
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xxxviii.Bidder shall be responsible for the maintenance of the bus stands and ensure the
attendance of the Staff.

The tender of a bidder whose performance as a Contractor has not remained satisfactory

in the past may be rejected.
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That the contractor should also agree by the both parties that it would be purely on the discretion of the
university authority to allow/permit the transporter to pick and drop either boys or girls students of any
route.

and can stop the service without giving any reason at any time.

xli.That during the agreement period if the contractor intends to discontinue the service
then he would be under legal obligation to issue the notice for withdrawal of the
service at least 45 days in advance, failing which the payment of the remaining bills will
not be released to him and also security deposit will be forfeited.

xlii.That during semester examination or 15 days before the commencement of the
examinations the contractor has no right to issue the notice for withdrawal of the
service, if he does so his final bill of payment will be forfeited along with his security
deposit.

xlix.The cleaner of the bus will make the announcement regarding the route at all picking
points with in university premises in case of failure Rs. 200/= will be fined per bus per
side.

|.The contractor or his representative must be present at the main terminal points at the
time of departure of the buses daily.

li.There will be no payment of Suzuki will be made in lieu of bus(s) each missing bus(s) will
be penalized equal to two days' payment.

lii. The contractor has to follow the instructions of the Transport Officer, issued from time to
time regarding schedule or any problem faced.

liii. The contractor will be bound to report at least 15 minutes before the time of departure
of the buses from new campus to the transport Officer about the position of the buses,
route-wise and he will give assurance that route wise required buses are parked in case
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of failure to do so Rs. 1000/- will be fined.

liv.Only three Coaster or mini bus will be allowed per up and down. However, in case of
emergency basis due to shortage of large buses if any coaster or mini bus will be
arranged than payment would be made by deducting Rs. 1,200/= per up and down from
the actual amount of the bus.
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Iv.In case non-compliance of the instructions of the Transport Section/Authority or any
irregularity, after serving three letters, the security deposit will be forfeited and fresh
Call deposit will be deducted from the bill of the contractor.

Ivi.If any bus does not pick the students stands on the way will be penalized Rs. 500/- per bus
after receipt of the formal complaint.

Ivii.On Friday due to less classes in various Departments / Institutes buses plying every week
schedule be given separately.

Iviii.The contractor will provide the buses for study tour/official visit/trip outside the city at
the rate of Rs. 7000 /- (Seven thousand only) per bus/per day without diesel according
to distance, for Bedford bus and Rs. 4000/- (Four Thousand) per bus/per day for Hino
bus and diesel will be provided by the university according to distance travelled.

4. All applicable taxes will be deducted from the bill including income tax & sales tax according to
SRB rules as per service act-2011.

6. The contractor should clearly agree to operate/arrange all buses according to the scheduled
program which will be issued by the Transport Section of the university from time to time, to
pick & drop the university students and employees from prescribed routes with punctuality and
regularity without fail

The working days of university are 22 days in a month in normal conditions, in case of holidays
or and any conditional leaves/holidays of the university, if transport is operational for more than
11 days in a month, then the payment of full fixed cost and other cost of fuel will be paid
accordingly, if number of days are 11 or less, then payment of fixed cost will be paid half amount
and other cost of fuel accordingly.

If the transport is not operational for any days due to holidays for complete month of June and
July the payment will be made as mentioned above serial no 7.

The transport Officer is authorized to change the route of any bus instantly according to the need
of hour.

That just for ensuring and assuring the efficient performance by the contract, it should be very
clearly stipulated and determined by both the parties that, the above services are agreed to be
rendered by the contractor.

That the contractor will be bound and responsible for plying the buses with insurance and in
good condition which may suit the education atmosphere and qualitative standard of the
university, as such the vehicle must be self-start, neat and tidy, failing which rupees five
thousand per bus will be imposed as penalty.

That the university shall not be responsible for any damage, wear & tear of buses.

That in case if the university authorities-students have any complaint about the bus/buses, staff
the same shall be communicated into and remedies on the spot or any other measure to solve the
problem.

That during the agreement period if the contractor intends to discontinue the service then he
would be under legal obligation to issue the notice for withdrawal of the service at least 45 days
in advance, failing which the payment of the remaining bills will not be released to him and also
security deposit will be forfeited.

That during semester examinations or 15 days before the commencement of the examinations
the contractor has no right to issue the notice for withdrawal of the service if he does so his final
bill of payment will be forfeited along with his security deposit.

17. The contractor is bound to arrange more buses if required by authorities with in one day, if he

fails then he will be penalized by the amount equal to two days payment of a bus. This condition
will also apply on the short of bus on any route.

18. That the contractor must ensure the reaching of all buses at departure terminals in time, if any

bus/buses found coming late then Rs. 1000/= will be charged as penalty per late coming bus.

19. That the contractor must ensure for supplying proper information regarding plying of buses and

in case of misinformation or any bus plied on any route without consent of the University
management, a fine of Rs. 10,000/- per bus would be imposed by the University management.

20. That the University would make the payment to the contractor within the period of 15 days from

the date of submission of the bill by contractor. The payment will be released monthly.

21. The contractor is bound to follow the verbal instructions of Transport officer in case of

emergency connection with the operation of the service from time-to-time for increase/decrease
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of the number of buses.

22. That all the buses must be parked as per the prior instructions of the Transport Officer, in case
the Bus/buses are not properly parked or bus/buses found without displaying route board on the
windscreen, then Rs. 1000/= will be charges per bus per side as penalty.

23. That buses must reach at starting point at least 15 minutes before departure, failing which Rs.
1000/= per bus will be imposed as penalty.

24. The contractor of his representative must be present at the main terminal points at the time of
departure of the buses daily.

25. The contractor has to follow the instructions of the university management, issued from time to
time regarding schedule or any problem faced.

26. The contractor is bound to ply same registered buses at time of departure which have already
entered at time of arrival. In case of failure or any bus the contractor can bring another registered
bus, after taking permission from Transport officer/ In-charge Transport.

27. In case noncompliance of the instructions of the Transport Section/Authority or any irregularity,
after serving three letters, the security deposit will be forfeited and fresh Call deposit will be
deducted from the bill of any contractor.

28. If any bus do not pick the students stands on the way will be penalized Rs. 1000/- per bus after
receipt complaint.

29. The contractor will provide the buses for study tour/official visit/trip outside the city.
30. Toll charges/Motorway charges will be paid by contractor.

31. Contractor will provide valid driving license of Driver & CNIC of driver & helper/cleaner.
32. Contractor will provide mobile number of all drivers and all required documents.

33. In case contractor change the driver of any vehicle for any reason, he will inform to transport
office of university.

34. In every semester QE/ (Quality evaluation) report will be conducted by the QEC department of
the University.

The SBBU shall, after receipt of the Performance Security from the successful Tenderer, send the Contract
provided in the Tender Document, to the successful Tenderer. Within ten working days of the receipt of such
Contract, the Tenderer shall sign and date the Contract and return it to the SBBU,SBA.

2. Contract Documents and Information:

The Service Provider shall not, without the SBBU's prior written consent, make use of the Contract, or any
provision thereof, or any document(s), specifications, drawing(s), pattern(s), sample(s) or information
furnished by or on behalf of the SBBU in connection therewith, except for purposes of performing the
Contract or disclose the same to any person other than a person employed by the Service Provider in the
performance of the Contract. Disclosure to any such employed person shall be made in confidence and shall
extend only as far as may be necessary for purposes of such performance.

3. Contract Language:

The Contract and all documents relating to the Contract, exchanged between the Service Provider and the
SBBU, shall be in English. The Service Provider shall bear all costs of translation to English and all risks of the
accuracy of such translation.

4, Insurance:

The Service Provider shall provide such insurance as is sufficient to protect against their theft, damage or
deterioration during course of the service, storage/transit to their final destination as indicated in this
Contract. The Service Provider shall arrange and pay for the insurance of the vehicle, equipment or any such
item to the place of SBBU’s destination.

5. Payment:

The procedure for payments to Service Provider shall be as under:

The Application for Payment shall: be accompanied by such invoices, receipts or other
documentary evidence as the SBBU may require; state the amount claimed; and set forth in detail, in
the order of the Price Schedule, particulars of the Services provided, up to the date of the Application for
Payment and subsequent to the period covered by the last preceding Certificate of Payment, ifany.

The SBBU shall issue a Certificate of Payment, in the prescribed form, with a copy to the Service
Provider, verifying the amount due, within seven days of receipt of an Application for Payment. The
Client may withhold a Certificate of Payment on account of defect(s) / short coming(s) in the services
provided. The Client may make any correction or modification in a Certificate of Payment that properly
be made in respect of any previous certificate.

The SBBU shall pay the amount verified in the Certificate of Payment within thirty days
(30) days of receipt of a Certificate of Payment. Payment shall not be made in advance. The SBBU shall make

payment after deduction of applicable tax, through cross cheque in name of service provider.

Payments shall be made against successful delivery of services as per required plan and Services
provided.
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Payment shall be made after deduction of taxes at source (Income and Sales Tax) whichever is
applicable by the tax authorities (Federal or Provincial).

6. Price:

The Service Provider shall not charge prices for the services provided and for other obligations discharged,
under the Contract, varying from the prices quoted by the Service Provider in the Price Schedule (Financial
Bid).

7. Assignment / Subcontract:

The Services will not assign or sub-contract its obligations under the Contract, in whole or in part.

8. Extensions in time for performance of obligations under the Contract:

If the Service Provider encounters conditions impeding timely performance of any of the obligations, under
the Contract, at any time, the Service Provider shall, by written notice served on the SBBU, promptly indicate
the facts of the delay, its likely duration and its cause(s). As soon as practicable after receipt of such notice,
the SBBU shall evaluate the situation and may, at its exclusive discretion, without prejudice to any other
remedy it may have, by written order served on the Service Provider with a copy to the Client, extend the
Service Provider’s time for performance of its obligations under the Contract.

9. Liquidated Damages (LD):

If the Service Provider fails / delays in performance of start of Service liquidated damages @ 0.25 % of
monthly charges per day shall apply.

However, the amount so deducted shall not exceed, in the aggregate, the value of the performance security.

10. Forfeiture of Performance Security:

If the Service Provider fails / delays in performance of any of the obligations, under the Contract / violates
any of the provisions of the Contract / commits breach of any of the terms and conditions of the Contract the
SBBU may, without prejudice to any other right of action / remedy it may have, forfeit Performance Security
of the Service Provider. Failure to supply required services within the specified time period will invoke
penalty as specified in this document.

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11. Termination for Default:

If, after thirty working days, from the commencement of such informal negotiations, the SBBU and
the Service Provider have been unable to amicably resolve a Contract dispute, either party may,
require that the dispute be referred for resolution by arbitration under the Pakistan Arbitration Act,
1940, as amended, by one or more arbitrators selected in accordance with said Law. The place for
arbitration shall be Lahore, Pakistan. The award shall be final and binding on the parties.

15. Statutes and Regulations:

The Contract shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of Pakistan. The
Service Provider shall, in all matters arising in the performance of the Contract, conform, in all respects,
with the provisions of all Central, Provincial and Local Laws, Statutes, Regulations and By-Laws in force
in Pakistan, and shall give all notices and pay all fees required to be given or paid and shall keep the
SBBU indemnified against all penalties and liability of any kind for breach of any of the same.

The Courts at Lahore shall have the exclusive territorial jurisdiction in respect of any dispute or
difference of any kind arising out of or in connection with the Contract.

16. Taxes and Duties:
